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Use a Thesaurus 

        A thesaurus is set up like a dictionary. When you look up a word (e.g. “little”), 

you will find a list of synonyms (e.g. “tiny,” “minute,” “miniscule”). Using different 

words for the same concept makes your writing less repetitive. However, many 

words come with either positive or negative connotations, so choose a word that has 

a similar feel to it.
