How To Avoid Plagiarism
The measure of a plagiarism-free assignment is:
e your own work: This means no copying. All students who copy or allow others
to copy will be penalised. Do not share answers unless it is a group assignment.
e your own words: Paraphrase other people’s words and ideas, and limit your
use of direct quotes. Show where borrowed words and ideas come from (i.e. add
a reference).

e your own voice: Make a claim and present your own argument. Synthesise

other people’s views. Link supporting evidence together with your own words.
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
