B) Explain some of the key concepts or questions that every worldview needs to explain (5 marks).
C) Explain one (1) shortcoming of worldview analysis (3 marks).

2. Discuss the advantages and disadvantages of Sire’s eight worldview questions as a tool for worldview analysis? (10 marks).
[Note Sire’s questions relate to 1) prime reality, 2) the external world, 3) anthropology, 4) eschatology, 5) epistemology, 6) morality, 7) meaning, and 8) consistent commitments].

A) Explain the main characteristics of a Christian worldview (7 marks).
B) Discuss one (1) argument for and one (1) argument against the Christian worldview (3 marks).

14. Compare the Christian worldview with another worldview (i.e., Islam, Hinduism, Buddhism, or naturalism/atheism) regarding their views of human nature? (10 marks).

15. Compare the Christian worldview with another worldview (i.e., Islam, Hinduism, Buddhism, or naturalism/atheism) regarding their views of ultimate reality (or God)? (10 marks).
